of options to address a student’s request to review the final course grade. The grade determined 

through the involvement of the Chair, instructor, and student shall be recorded as the final official 

grade. 

At this stage, the option to provide the student with an alternative remedy and decision to change a 

final course grade remains with the instructor. The Chair’s/Program Leader’s role is to ensure that 

College policy and due process is followed. Chairs/Program Leaders may report concerns to 

Dean/Directors.  

Only in the absence of an instructor may a Chair/Program Leader make a decision to change the final 

course grade.
